4.7.5 Further guidance on the form of cycle parking provision is included within the supporting text 
accompanying the various standards. This includes the following requirements:  

• Cycle parking should be covered and in a convenient secure location 

• Visitor parking should be located as near as possible to the main entrance of buildings 

• A minimum of 20% of the cycle parking spaces should be Sheffield Stands 

• Parking should avoid being located in the basement unless it can be shown to be convenient and 
easy to use, with ramps of a gradient of no more than 1 in 4 on both sides of any stepped access 

• Any basement cycle parking must also provide alternative parking on the ground floor for less 
able users and those with non-standard cycles 

• At least 5-10% of cycle parking provision must be designed to accommodate non-standard cycles 

4.7.6 The layout of cycle parking spaces within the commercial elements of the development have been 
informed by guidance contained within Cycle Parking Guide for New Residential Developments and 
LTN 1/20 for non-standard cycles.  

4.7.7 Table 4.6 summarises the cycle parking provision across the commercial development for each of 
the proposed buildings against the requirements of the standards. The development has adopted 
the 1 space per 30m2 standard.

4.7.12 Further guidance on the form of cycle parking provision is included within the supporting text 
accompanying the various standards. This includes the following:  

• Cycle parking should accord with Cycle Parking Guide for New Residential Developments 

• Cycle parking should be within a purpose built, covered lockable enclosure  

• Cycle parking should be at least as convenient as the car parking provided  

4.7.13 The residential development would provide cycle parking at a rate of one space per bedroom. The 
spaces would be provided within secure dedicated cycle stores located at ground floor across the 
residential part of the site. The cycle stores would be directly accessed from the street and the 
central garden.  

4.8 Servicing Access 

Commercial Development 

One Milton Avenue 

4.8.1 A servicing bay is proposed on the southern boundary of the site on ‘The Link’ to accommodate 
refuse and delivery vehicles. The bay has been designed to accommodate an 11m refuse vehicle. 
Vehicle swept path has been undertaken and is included at Appendix B.   

Station Row 

4.8.2 The lab buildings fronting Station Approach would share a servicing space between the buildings, 
accessed from Cowley Road on the eastern boundary of the site. The space has been designed to 
accommodate a 10m rigid delivery vehicle which is the largest vehicle required to service the lab 
buildings. Vehicle swept path has been undertaken and is included at Appendix C.   

CYCLE PARKING -  INTEGRATION INTO BUILDINGS
TRANSPORT STRATEGY

Policy TI/3 of the South Cambridgeshire Local Plan details the 
cycle parking requirements for new development in the district, 
referring to the Local Plan for the standards. Given the location 
of Cambridge North close to the boundary with Cambridge City 
Council, reference has also been made to the City Council’s 
standards contained at Appendix L of the Local Plan 2018, in 
addition to National guidance contained within LTN 1/20.

In respect of cycle parking, Policy 18 of the emerging NECAAP 
includes a requirement to provide cycle parking in excess of the 
minimum standards included in Appendix 2 of that document. 
For a commercial development, these standards reflect those of 
the City Council and for residential development, reference is 
made to the Council’s Cycle Parking Guide for New Residential 
Developments.

4.7.8 The provision for each of the buildings as detailed in Table 4.6 would be provided through a 
combination of ground floor and basement parking within each of the respective buildings.  

4.7.9 The commercial buildings would accommodate showers, changing facilities and locker provision for 
the benefit of, and to facilitate, future employees choosing active modes of travel to work.  

4.7.10 In addition to the provision within the buildings themselves, surface level cycle parking is proposed 
across the site, located close to building entrances. This parking would take the form of Sheffield 
stands, also incorporating some stands spaced at 2m to accommodate non-standard cycles. The 
local cycle parking standards suggest provision of visitor parking on merit however, LTN 1/20 
provides suggested levels of visitor provision for various land uses at Table 11-1. In general, across 
all land uses LTN 1/20 suggests 5% of total capacity be provided for visitors and for office/finance 
(A2/B1) uses specifically, it suggests a rate of one space per 1,000m2. Across the site, 131 stands 
are proposed, accommodating 262 spaces. This exceeds the level of provision suggested by both 
the standards within LTN 1/20.

The proposed development will provide a total of 1,081 car 
parking spaces distributed across the application site, including 
a mix of on-street car parking spaces, basement car parks, as 
well as a Mobility Hub. 

5% of the total parking capacity for the commercial demises 
within the application boundary will be designated accessible 
disabled badge holder bays. In lieu of providing designated 
accessible spaces for commercial use in the Mobility Hub 
(S5), spaces will be located in close proximity to commercial 
buildings across the site.

Blue badge holder car parking spaces will be designed to meet 
dimensional and other specifications set out in AD M, BS 8300-
1, and local authority requirements.

Routes from the blue badge holder parking bays to building 
entrances and passenger lifts will be generally level or gently 
sloping, with a suitable firm ground surface.

Where electric charging facilities are proposed, designated 
accessible blue badge holder bays will be provided with electric 
charging points.

It is envisaged that: 
 

 Potentially hazardous clinical waste will be thermally treated by means of disposal, either via 
autoclaving and / or incineration (with the ‘with energy recovery’ option preferred); 

 Mixed dry recyclables will be taken to an appropriately approved and operated MRF, for 
separation into individual material streams, for re-introduction into relevant manufacturing 
sectors; 

 Mixed organic / food waste will be taken for further processing, via either AD (anaerobic 
digestion) or in-vessel composting – with appropriate recovery of either material(s) and / or 
energy; and 

 Residual waste will most probably be subjected to incineration with energy recovery, possibly 
via some form of SRF/RDF production (secondary recovered fuel/  refuse derived fuel) as a 
pre-cursor to incineration. 

 
Once operational, information to support the above will be obtained and retained by building FM 
team(s). 
 

2.6 Operation, Monitoring and Maintenance 
The operation and maintenance of the proposed system for solid waste management system for the 
development will be undertaken by the site FM team, employed by the development manager / owner 
as a dedicated function. 
 
All waste-related infrastructure and equipment will be maintained in accordance with supplier / 
manufacturer requirements and recommendations, and a program of preventative maintenance and 
cleaning will be applied to the following items by the FM team; 
 

 Bins / containers, using a visiting / mobile cleaning system; 
 Individual building waste rooms / refuse stores; 
 Bulky waste provisions, as above; and 
 All connecting corridors, etc. 

Monitoring of the effectiveness of the system and its implementation / use will include the use of a 
system to be developed by the FM team as part of building commissioning, and will cover, to include 
the specialist waste streams referred to in Section 3.1: 
 

 Recorded incidences of operational / system use non-compliances / breaches by building 
occupants / users; 

 User-complaints, if determined by site FM team to be a valid complaint; and 
 Physical and/or control-system failures / outages, other than as may be planned as part of the 

maintenance schedule.
